Activity 2.1
Access the Whole Frog project at:

Click on the link Forms-based virtual frog dissection which will take you to the Virtual Frog Dissection Kit.

Click on the frog at the top of the page, as this is the link which takes you to the frog to be dissected. Figure 1-2 shows a virtually dissected frog using the kit.

Activity 3.1

Select the link Color photographs of cryosections and scroll down the page to see the images. Figure 3-3 shows an example of some of these images. If you want to see a larger version of an image, click on the small image and a larger version will be loaded. 

Activity 3.3
Go back to the Images and Animations page by using the back button.

If the browser you are using has the appropriate Helper Application (an MPEG viewer) to assist the browser to handle this file, then  you can select the link animated trip through the Visible Human male cryosections. This is a large file and may take some time to load.

Activity 3.4

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Task 6
Using Plug-ins

Activity 5.1
In your browser, go to the Help menu and select About Plug-ins. This will tell you about all the plug-ins you have installed in your browser. Scroll down and see if you recognise any of the plug-in names, such as Shockwave, QuickTime.

Each plug-in allows you to view a specific file format, or set of formats, for instance the QuickTime plug-in allows you to view QuickTime movies with the extension .mov
Scroll back to the top of the page and select the link click here for more information about plug-ins. This site at Netscape allows you to download other plug-ins.

Activity 5.2
Go to the Adbsuters Home Page. Type URL:

http://adbusters.org/main/

Select Uncommercials .  Listed on the page are links to TV “uncommercials” produced by The Media Watchdog over the years.

Click on the links to Obsession Fetish .  Read the information about the featured “uncommercial.” Scroll down towards the bottom, and click on view the Movie in Quicktime. Wait until the movie downloads. Then click the triangle on the left of the Quicktime screen that points to the right.
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
