With the absence of a systematic feedback mechanism, Trina had a difficult time tracking down and documenting the works done in promoting the cause of women in the countryside. With the development of a Women’s Portal, women’s organizations will be linked together, in terms of data sharing, networking and information facilitation. In this light, it will be easier for Trina to do her monitoring task. 

And in the long run, information technology will be maximized to support the growth and multiplication of women’s organization and women’s initiative in the country.
